If you will be enrolled for 12 on-
campus credits and are paying full-
time tuition at UNC or Aims
Community College, you may be eli-
gible to take one undergraduate class
(maximum 5 credits) at the other
school during the corresponding
term without additional tuition
charges.

You must meet prerequisite require-
ments and must pay any course fees
other than tuition. Please refer to
published transfer guides to deter-
mine courses which transfer
between Aims and UNC. The free
course at the host school must be
one not offered at your home school
during that corresponding term,;
equivalent course titles between
institutions are listed on the course
equivalency guide available at the

UNC Admissions Office or Aims
Admissions Office. Continuing
Education courses (including
Directed Admissions Program cours-
es) do not count in the 12 credit full-
time requirement and cannot be
taken as the free class.

Aims students register for UNC
courses on the first class day at the
UNC Registration Center in the
University Center. UNC students reg-
ister for Aims courses via normal pro-
cedures outlined in the Aims
Schedule of Classes; however, in
place of payment, the UNC student
completes a certifying form at the
Aims Cashier’s Office. At the end of
the term, students found to be ineli-
gible will be billed for and must pay
tuition charges to the host school.

Colorado law and State Health
Department regulations require all
students, undergraduate and gradu-
ate, enrolled in colleges and universi-
ties to submit proof of immunization.
Students must submit the completed
Certificate of Immunization or
Statement of Exemption form to the
Student Health Center before regis-
tration. If you are planning to register
by mail, include your Immunization,
Student Information, and
Registration (Course Selection by
Mail) forms in the packet for the
Registration Center. These forms are
in the back of this booklet.

If your proof of immunity is incom-
plete, contact the Student Health
Center to sign an agreement to sub-
mit complete information within 30
days. You will not be allowed to reg-
ister for the next term unless the
agreement is satisfied, per Colorado
State Statute.

A college student is defined by the
State Board of Health as any student
who is enrolled for one or more
classes at a college or university and
who is physically present at the insti-
tution. Students who are auditing
classes are included, but students
who are taking only correspondence
or off-campus classes are not
included.
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In-State (Rerident)
Clasrification

If you have been “domiciled” in
Colorado for one year or more imme-
diately preceding the first day of
classes, you may be eligible for in-
state tuition classification. A domicile
is a “person’s true, fixed and perma-
nent home and place of habitation.”
It differs from the notion of resi-
dence or mere physical presence
because a person may have only one
true domicile at a given time. To
establish a Colorado domicile, a per-
son must be 21 years of age or eman-
cipated.

Evidence that a Colorado domicile
has been established includes meet-
ing state requirements for a full one-
year period for auto registration, dri-
ver’s licensing, and payment of state
income tax.

Active-duty Armed Forces personnel
and their dependents stationed in
Colorado on a permanent change-of-
station basis may contact the
Registrar’s Office for information
about qualifying for in-state tuition
rates.

A student’s tuition classification is
determined before or at the time of
registration. If, at a later date, you
think that the tuition classification is
no longer correct, you may obtain a
petition to change your status from
the Registrar’s office, and complete
and return it no later than the first
day of classes for the given term.

Register for non-scheduled courses,
such as practica, theses, internships
and dissertations by completing the
Non-scheduled Course form available
through academic departments.

Professional Teacher Education
(PTE) is a set of experiences, require-
ments, courses and proficiency
examinations applicable to all stu-
dents seeking teacher licensure.
Students wishing to enroll in PTE
courses complete a screening
process; some PTE courses may be
taken concurrently with the screen-
ing process.

Students who have received a
Colorado teaching certificate/license
or who have completed an out-of-
state teacher certification/licensure
program and are eligible for
Colorado licensure may be permitted
to enroll in education courses with-
out completing the full screening
process. To register for PTE courses,

You can initiate total
withdrawal from all classes in person
at the Dean of Students office. Please
note, after classes begin, you will be
charged a withdrawal fee for classes
from which you withdraw even if
you totally withdraw. To avoid this
charge, you must withdraw from
your classes BEFORE the session
begins.

Cortr

1. You, the student, (not a parent,
guardian, spouse, agency of a foreign
government, or other third party) are
responsible for the payment of
tuition, fees and other charges. You
must either pay the full amount at
the beginning of the summer semes-
ter, or pay one-third of the current
summer term charges plus all prior
term charges using the Payment
Deferral Plan described below.

2. The University of Northern
Colorado will not register a student,
release a diploma, provide a tran-
script, or supply placement and
other University services to any stu-
dent or former student who has an
outstanding financial obligation to
the University other than a loan that
is not yet due or on which payments
are up to date. Failure to pay a finan-
cial obligation to the University when
it is due may result in your account
being placed with a collection
agency and such action reported to a
credit bureau. In addition, your
account may be charged legal allow-
able collection charges and attorney
fees to help secure repayment of the
debt owed the University.

3. For financial purposes the three
summer sessions are considered as
one cumulative session. Therefore,
tuition and fees are calculated on the
total cumulative hours for which you
are enrolled during the three terms.
4. All rates quoted in this booklet are
approved by the Board of Trustees
and are subject to change.

Your student fees and the University

fees each term, whether or not you use
activities and services underwritten by
the fees.

In the spring of 1991, students
voted to re-certify the UNC chapter
of the Colorado Public Interest
Research Group (CoPIRG), to be
funded by a $4 waivable fee. COPIRG
is a statewide, student-directed, non-
partisan, nonprofit organization that
conducts research, advocacy, and
public education on such issues as
voter registration, air pollution, good
government, tenant’s rights, toxic
waste, safe drinking water, and con-
sumer protection. Other CoPIRG
chapters operate at Colorado State
University and Metropolitan State

College. Students have the opportuni-

ty every 3-4 years to show their sup-
port for their CoPIRG chapter and
fee through a general student elec-
tion.

If you do not wish to support the
UNC CoPIRG chapter, you may waive
your CoPIRG fee at the time of initial
registration or at the time you pay
your bill.

Rednced Rate Tnition
For Non-Reridents

The University offers some special
courses at a reduced rate tuition of
$123 per graduate credit hour for
non-resident students. You will find
these identified with stars (%) in the
course listings in the front of the bul-
letin.

Full-time non-resident students (9-
18 credit hours) who enroll in a com-
bination of reduced rate and regular
rate courses will be charged first for
the reduced rate credits at $123 per
credit hour, then for additional cred-
its at the regular non-resident rate.
The maximum charge for tuition and
fees is for nine (9) credit hours (the
summer semester full-time load).
Reduced rate credit hours count
toward the full-time load for tuition.
Please note that tuition and fees are
calculated on the total cumulative
hours (in all three summer sessions)
for which you enroll.

For example, a graduate non-resi-
dent student enrolled in a three (3)
credit reduced rate course and nine
(9) credits in other courses receives
the following net savings:

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Puying Late or In Part

If your account for past terms with
UNC is current, you may use the
Payment Deferral Plan.

+ Pay one-third of the total summer
term expenses (tuition, fees, and
other charges) by 4pm, June 4.

« Pay the second one-third pay-
ment plus appropriate deferral fee by
4pm, July 8.

« Pay the final one-third by 4pm,
July 31.

If any amount remains unpaid after
the July 31 deadline, a late fee will be
assessed and your registration for the
current summer semester and future
fall semester will be canceled.

If you decide to utilize the Payment
Deferral Plan, you will be assessed
the following deferral fees based on
the amount deferred. If you do not
pay your tuition, fees, and other
charges on time, you will be assessed
a late fee, based on the past due bal-
ance, as follows:

July 31-August 9 only

If you do not pay your bill by July
31, your current summer semester
schedule of classes and your future
fall semester schedule of classes will
be canceled. After paying your bill,
you will be re-registered into the
exact summer classes you were
enrolled in at the time of cancella-
tion. It is up to you to re-register for
your fall classes. The fee to re-register
for summer classes is $100.00 for 9
or more credit hours and $50.00 for
less than 9 credit hours. Payment
must be made to the Accounts
Receivable Office, Carter Hall. You
may re-register only through
August 9.

Conseuences of
Non-payment

If your classes are canceled for
non-payment, 15 percent of the
tuition and fee costs for those classes
will be assessed.

In addition, any costs associated
with the following must be paid:
Arnie’s charges, bookstore charges,
deferral, graduation, health insur-
ance, housing damages, ID card
replacement, instructional fees, lab
equipment not returned, late pay-
ments, library fines, lost athletic
equipment, lost library books,
matriculation, parking fines, phone
features, short-check service
charges, unpaid short-term loans and
technology fees.

Assessments for students with
room and board contracts are based
upon rates, policies, and procedures
explained in Residence Life contrac-
tual materials.

Certain federally funded financial
aid programs mandate a different
cancellation charge.

The Office of Student Financial
Resources administers several types
of state and federal aid programs
including grants, loans, employment,
scholarships and veterans’ benefits.
However, funding for the summer
semester historically has been limit-
ed to Federal Pell Grants and loans
due to fiscal year-end expenditures.
In all cases, students can be consid-
ered only if they have not reached
their annual maximum limits by
March 1.

You must submit the completed
Summer Financial Aid Application
available from the Office of Student
Financial Resources. Other forms
also may be required as described in
the following information.

There are several funding options
for summer term. You may apply for
a loan for the first six week session,
the second six week session or the
full summer session. For the summer
term only, all students (graduate and
undergraduate) must be enrolled in
at least 6 hours for each of the six or
the full summer sessions to be con-
sidered for financial aid.

First six week session (May 15 to
June 25), minimum 6 credit
hours=graduate and undergraduate
students eligible for loans.
Undergraduate students with 6-9
credit hours eligible for Federal Pell
Grant. The average Federal Pell Grant
for summer 1995 was $262.

Second six week session (June 26-
August 6), minimum 6 credit
hours=graduate and undergraduate
students eligible for loans.

Full summer session, minimum 6
credit hours=graduate and undergrad-
uate students eligible for loans.
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Required Forms

If you are a continuing student
who received financial aid at UNC
during the 1995-96 academic year
and you will be attending during the
Summer 96 term:

A summer Financial Aid
Application can be obtained from the
Office of Student Financial
Resources, due on March 1. (If you
have already filed a FAFSA form for
the 1995-96 academic year, you will
not need to complete another one for
summer.)

If you are a new student beginning
Summer 96:

Complete the 1995-96 Free
Application for Federal Student Aid
(FAFSA) which can be obtained from
any college or university Financial
Aid Office. The federal processor
will accept the FAFSA until May 1,
1996. It takes approximately four
to six weeks to be processed. THE
FEDER AL PROCESSOR WILL NOT
ACCEPT FAFSA AFTER MAY 1, 1996.

Complete the summer Financial
Aid Application which can be
obtained from the Office of Student
Financial Resources.

If you are a continuing student but
have not filed for financial aid:

Complete the 1995-96 Free
Application for Federal Student Aid
(FAFSA) which can be obtained from
any college or university Financial
Aid Office. The federal processor
will accept the FAFSA until May 1,
1996. It takes approximately four to
six weeks to be processed. The feder-
al processor will not accept the
FAFSA after May 1, 1996.

Complete the summer Financial
Aid Application which can be
obtained from the Office of Student
Financial Resources.

If you accept a loan for summer, a
loan application will be sent to you
by the Colorado Student Loan
Program (CSLP):

Federal Stafford (need-based) Loan-
for new and continuing students.

Federal Stafford (unsubsidized)

Students (PLUS)-for new and continu-
ing undergraduates.

Residence Life can provide you
convenient, low-cost living and din-
ing accommodations on campus,
whether you will be attending a
short term seminar, one of the sum-
mer sessions or staying at UNC for
the entire summer.

If you are enrolling for a 6-week
Session, make your request for under-
graduate or graduate summer hous-
ing by writing to or calling the
Residence Life office. Staff will
return additional information and a
contract that you complete, sign and
return with a $100 deposit. Charges
for 6-week housing and meal services
will appear on your University
Statement of Account.

Undergraduates and Graduates
may contract for room and board in a
furnished West Campus Residence
Hall. Six-week freshman students
who live in the residence hall must
carry the full meal plan which
includes Breakfast, Lunch and
Dinner, Monday through Sunday. All
other students in the residence hall
must carry the full meal plan or they
may recontract for either Breakfast,
Lunch and Dinner, Monday through
Friday OR Lunch and Dinner,
Monday through Sunday.
